The beautiful scenery of the Brokenback Range in the
Hunter Valley is a vast contrast to the vision of high-rise steel
and concrete buildings which surround the ever-bustling streets
of New York City, USA.

It's this stark contrast which prompted one of New
York City’s leading art galleries, famous for showcasing a
spectacular array of talented artists’ works from around the
world, to produce an exhibition entitled “Out from Down Under
& Beyond”: Fine Art from Australia and New Zealand.

The Agora Gallery, established in 1984, is a fine art gallery
located in the heart of New York City’s Chelsea art galleries
district, close to the Chelsea Museum of Fine Art and the DIA
Centre for the Arts, with a known reputation for providing quality
and original art to a discerning collector base. This exhibition
opened on May 12th and closed on 1st June.

Two Hunter artists, Rebecca Rath of Pokolbin and Helene
Leane of Merewether, were chosen to show their collection at
Chelsea’s prestigious Agora Gallery in a showcase of Australian
and New Zealand works.

After successfully submitting her portfolio to the gallery
online, landscape artist, thirty-six-year-old Rebecca Rath was
invited to exhibit.

She moved with her husband Andrew five years ago from
Manly to live permanently in the Hunter and juggles her artistic
life with the demands of being a mother to young Oscar five,
and Baxter 19 months.
